	Do the exercises as you finish talking about the related topic. For example, when talking about ‘Relevance’ as one of the conditions for exchange, use Exercise 1.

Exercise 1

Play a few audio clips to the group (a list of clips to download is supplied with this training pack). Divide participants into smaller groups and ask them to discuss which clips they think could be exchanged and which couldn’t. Then discuss the conclusions with the group as a whole.

Exercise 2

Ask the group to think of three examples of how content exchange would benefit their respective communities, organisations, radio stations, etc. Ask participants to write the answers on a flipchart.

Now ask the group to identify the challenges that the exchange would pose. Answers to be recorded on a flipchart.

Discuss the results of this exercise. Can the problems they identified be resolved? How would the exchange benefit them in their work?
