Exercise 1

Prepare a short jingle for a news program.

Output:

A precise and accurate cue sheet, or optionally, a full production.

Instructions:

A short jingle should be produced using:

· Sound file “The Current Affairs Show".

· Sound file “Your weekly information show...”

· Chosen music.

The jingle should start with music. The music level should be lowered  and the first sound file mixed in. The music goes back up for a few seconds. It is the lowered again and the second file mixed in. The second file should end just before a short, appropriate musical ending.

All files should be cleaned up and trimmed to proper length before mixing.

Exercise 2

Production of a full interview.

Output:

A precise and accurate cue sheet, or optionally, a full production.

Instructions:

A full interview should be produced using:

· Sound file of the introduction.

· Sound file of interview questions.

· Sound file of background sound.

The production should start with the introduction from reporter 1. Some sound effects should then be mixed in. The questions and answers should then follow. Background sound should be mixed in at least one point in the production end the interview should end on a short span of background sound.
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
