Exercises: Encoding

Exercise 1

Ask the group to search for one player and one ripper/encoder software on the Net (from the list of resources) using Google:

· Software that converts wav files into MP3

· RealEncoder

· MP3 Ripper

· Free sound editing software

Exercise 2

Ask the group to explain how they understand:

· Sample rate

· Bit depth

· Channel
Exercise 3

Ask the group:

What is the difference between Constant Bit Rate (CBR) and Variable Bit Rate (VBR)?

Exercise 4

Ask the group:

What are the two most important things you will consider when producing digital audio (file size, sound quality)?

Exercise 5

Everybody should encode a sound using software they downloaded in Exercise 1. 

Exercise 6

Trainees should encode a recording of their own voice. For this they will need encoders that can import sound from an external device. 

Ask the participants to interview each other using minidisk or cassette recorder. This is the sound they need to encode. But, before they start, they need to connect the external audio device to the computer – in this case, that is the minidisk. 

They should set up the encoder and start recording their voice as they play the recording. In the end, they should save the recording as an MP3 or Real Audio – depending on which encoding software they used.
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
