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Example 1: OneWorld Radio database

When the OneWorld Radio online archive was built this is how the project staff answered the questions about requirements: 

· Who is the audience?

Radio producers around the world (with good and moderate Internet connection)

· Do you want them to be able to place (upload) media into archive? 

Yes, because we want them to be able to exchange audio – upload their own and download audio from other producers.

· When people access the media, can they download it from the archive (for example, when a user finds an audio clip, apart from listening to it, can they download it to their computer)?

Yes, because we want them to be able to exchange audio – upload their own and download audio from other producers.

· Do you want only certain users to be able to edit details such as title, description, etc. of media files? Or should anyone with access to your archive be able to edit details?

We want three levels of access:
1) Admin: can delete, edit, add, download, read/listen/watch all files

2) Member: can add, download, read/listen/watch all files and edit only the files they uploaded 

3) Visitor: can read/listen/watch all files

· Should the archive be searchable and if yes, against what criteria you want people to be able to search?

Yes. See the search criteria in Example 2.

Example 2: Search criteria/metadata set

 The OneWorld Radio search for audio form below shows against what criteria one can search the database for a specific audio. 

The list of fields below are also an example of what information (metadata) can be stored with a media file.

	Start date
	Select a Start date to specify the date you wish to search from. If you do not select a start date, the search will include all programmes uploaded up to the stop date. 

	Stop date
	Select a Stop date to specify the date you wish to search to. If you do not select a stop date, the search will include all programmes uploaded from the start date up to the date when you are searching. 

	Topic
	Select a Topic to search for programmes made about a particular topic. If you do not select a topic, the search will include programmes regardless of topic. 

	Location
	Select a Location to search for programmes about, or related to, a particular country or region.

	Language
	Select a Language to search for programmes made in a particular language. If you do not select a language, the search will include programmes regardless of language

	Type of clip
	Select a Type of clip to search for a particular format of programme

	Member
	Select a Member to search for programmes made by a specific member of OneWorld Radio

	Network
	Select a Network to search for programmes made by OneWorld Radio members who are also members of a particular network.

	Type of organisation
	Select a Type of organisation to search for programmes made by a specific type of organisation.


Example 3: Metadata search

For an example of metadata search go to OneWorld Radio audio search page:

Type ‘lesotho’ into the ‘Search for audio files’ field. 

Click on ‘go’.

You will see the list of audio on OneWorld Radio database which is about Lesotho or has the word Lesotho in its title.

On the right hand side you will see link ‘x results from AMARC’. Click on this link. 

You will see the list of audio files from AMARC database. Click on one of the titles.

The audio page with details such as title, description, language appears.

If you click on the link next to the word ‘Identifier’ the audio file should start playing or downloading if the file still exists on the AMARC database.

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	Share Alike. The licensor permits others to distribute derivative works only under a license identical to the one that governs the licensor's work.
