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	AUDIO CD
	CDs that can be read in standard CD players such as the ones found in a studio, car or home.



	BUFFER
	Temporary storage space used to queue information. In CD writing, this usually refers to the record buffer, which is used to insure that the CD writer is never out of data while writing the CD. Helps prevent errors that could cause your CD media to be ruined.



	CD
	Abbreviation for Compact Disc.



	CD TEXT
	CD Text is extra information such as artist, title etc. which is written on an audio CD. A CD with CD Text can be listened to using any CD reader but most CD players (studio, home, car) cannot read the CD Text information. Most computer CD readers can read this information and use it to display information in the CD player software.



	CD-R
	Standard, original “Write Once Read Many” Compact Discs which have been in use for many years. Music is normally sold on this type of CD.



	CD-ROM


	Compact Disc, Read Only Memory. A CD which is used to store computer data, rather than audio files.



	CD-RW


	Compact Disc Rewritable. This technology allows you to write to the same CD many times (as you could do with a floppy disc). CD-RW discs can only be read by CD-RW drives, and are not compatible with older CD drives.



	DATA CD
	CD that can only be read by a computer. There are exceptions as certain newer audio CD players are able to read data CDs with sound files stored in mp3 format.



	SESSION
	A session is all the data written to a CD during one, uninterrupted writing pass.



	TRACKS
	On an audio CD, a track is a distinct piece of sound. When changing from track to track, the track counter on a CD player changes index number.

On a data CD, a track is simply a way for the software and hardware to organize information.




	WRITE ONCE READ MANY
	Type of CD which can be written to once only but can be read many times. This is the type of CD used for music albums sold on the market. It is still the most common type of CD, although new technologies are poised to displace it in the future.
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
