	Introduction
	Step-by-step session on producing a radio programme in radio browsing format.



	Timing/duration
	1 day (1.5 days if the MMTK “Searching the Internet” unit is included).
· Presentation of basic concepts (1 hour)
· Exercise: production of mock radio browsing programme (+/- 1 day)

	Target audience
	Radio producers. 

However, it could also be people who are interested in radio but have no experience. In this case you would need to include a couple of basic units from the “Digital audio production” and “Producing content for radio” MMTK modules. The duration of your training would then be extended for the amount of time needed for completion of these units.



	Prerequisite skills/knowledge
	Basic PC and Internet skills. Participants should either have good Internet searching skills, or complete the MMTK “Searching the Internet” unit.
Experience in radio production.



	Unit objectives/expected outcomes
	By the end of this unit, participants should be able to:

· Prepare and produce a radio programme in radio browsing format

· Find information on the Internet for a radio browsing programme 

· Assess the impact of the programme

· Store/re-distribute the programme



	Pre-workshop activities
	If trainees do not have radio experience they would need to go through MMTK radio units first. 



	Notes on using exercises
	See the detailed exercise information at the end of this document.

· Exercises supplied with this unit are meant to assess trainees’ understanding of the principles of the radio browsing format. 

· Allow time for reflection after the exercises have been completed. 

· Try to ensure that all participants have mastered the skill linked to the particular exercise before you move on. However, if you feel that some participants are slowing the group down, work with them separately.

	Equipment needed
	Hardware:

Multimedia computer: soundcard, speakers, free hard drive space (preferably around 1GB) with Internet connection.

Software:

Player: MP3 player (WinAmp, Windows Media Player or RealAudio Player).

Audio equipment:

Recording device (minidisk, tape recorder), microphone, audio lead, headphones.


	Comments
	Always test the equipment you will be using in the workshop beforehand. 

Make sure that you are familiar with the software available. 

Problems invariably occur and it is very important that you know how to resolve them. If you can’t, you should explain to your trainees why in as simple a manner as possible. 

Include the “Additional Resources” document supplied in this module in handouts. This is an important resource for further reading/learning.

Please make sure that all participants complete the workshop evaluation form, and complete the materials evaluation form yourself. This is a very important data that will be used to improve MMTK materials.

Participants' progress after the workshop should be monitored and support provided, for example through a -  newsgroup or mailing list.



	Exercises
	Exercise 1

After the introductory presentation, ask your trainees:

· How would you identify a specific audience for your radio browsing programme?

· How would you select the topic for your radio browsing programme? 

· How do you diversify content of your programme?

· How would you present the information you find online to your listeners?
· How would you assess the impact of your radio browsing programme? 

· How would you preserve the information you found and presented in your radio browsing programme?

Exercise 2

Ideally, after the introductory session and discussion you will spend up to a day going through the process of creating a radio browsing programme. 

Divide participants into groups, agree on the topic each group will be covering and give them two hours to find relevant information on the Internet. 

Based on what they have found on the Internet, participants should draft a script.

Do a mock radio show based on a script produced by trainees. Choose the presenter, a guest, listeners who phone in. Record the show on a tape or minidisk. 

When the mock show is finished, play it back to everybody and discuss it. Try to assess if the show has all the necessary components, if better new creative solutions were found and how things could be done better.
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
