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	EDIT
	To prepare a topic or program for broadcast by cutting, rearranging, changing and generally improving the presentation of material and content.

 

	EDU-DRAMA


	Drama used for an educational purpose.


	FORMAT
	The content and mode of presentation of a radio program. The choice of format determines a radio station’s audience and the resulting demographic characteristics of its listeners.



	FREQUENCY
	A set wavelength on which radio stations regularly broadcast.



	HOOK
	A device used to catch and hold listeners’ attention.



	HOST
	A person who skillfully directs the conversation of guest speakers and links the various components of a radio program; a presenter or facilitator.



	QUOTA
	The maximum amount or number; a fixed share or proportion that may not be exceeded.



	SCRIPT
	Written material that is read on air by a radio presenter or host.



	STATION ID
	A short-length “identification” of the station, usually comprising the station’s name, frequency and a characteristic jingle.



	VOX-POPS
	Brief 1-2 question interviews with people in the street, designed to reflect the feelings of ordinary people on an issue or topic.



	ANGLE
	The focus or particular point of view of an issue or topic.



	GENRE

	A particular style or kind, especially of works of literature or art, grouped according to form or content.



	DEBATE
	Discussion between people with different views or positions on a topic. 
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
