	Timing/duration
	90 minutes.

	· Developing a "picture" of the subject area.

· Why women and violence, in areas of conflict?

· Mapping out the:

· Geography - zones of war, conflict and militarisation.

· Chronology – significant legal milestones.

· Players - international bodies, individuals, NGOs, reactionary forces.

· Documentation – reports, legislation, rulings, statements.

· Campaigns.

· Discussion drawing out the trends in VAW. advocacy and campaigning.

· Main threads - recurring themes.

	Advocates, campaign workers, activists interested in developing their understanding of preventing Violence Against Women as a theme for advocacy work.

	Comments
	During the course of the workshop trainees will probably need some terms explained (both those in the accompanying resources and those used by the trainer). The MMTK Searching the Internet unit's glossary is a useful reference document for general technical terms. For directly VAW-related terms such as gender, war, etc. the trainer should encourage discussion of definitions amongst the trainees and record the results in a "Session Glossary" - a list that gets developed throughout the session, and which can be distributed at the end of the workshop.
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
