	Introduction
	This unit aims to improve trainees’ fluency in navigating online and offline information sources of resources on VAW. The approach is based on the trainer giving an explanatory background in techniques. The more in-depth exploration of resources is part of a participatory section. In this way the trainees are actively involved in the task of identifying resources, rather than just receiving information about them.

This unit is generally expected to be combined with the generic MMTK "Searching the Internet" unit.



	Timing/duration
	45 minutes.



	Content outline and main topics covered

	· The Internet as a platform for advocacy content in general and VAW resources in particular – explanation of richness and diversity, including reference to online tools etc.

· VAW-related resources.



	Target audience
	Advocates, campaign workers, activists interested in developing their understanding of preventing Violence Against Women as a theme for advocacy work.


	Prerequisite skills/knowledge
	Familiarity, but not expertise, with Windows and browsing the web. If this unit is not combined with the generic "Searching the Internet" unit, participants should have a basic familiarity with online search tools.



	Unit objectives/expected outcomes
	Participants should emerge with an informed awareness of tools, methods and approaches to locating and evaluating resources in the area.



	Pre-workshop activities
	If the unit is not combined with the generic "Searching the Internet" unit, participants can be given the handout from that workshop in advance.




	Notes on using exercises
	Both exercises will benefit from group discussion of the results that trainees come up with.

The first exercise is based on running search queries for resources around given themes. It is not necessary to stick rigidly to these themes – they are just examples and should be replaced with any that are more relevant to the people involved.

For directly VAW-related terms such as gender, war, etc. the trainer should encourage discussion of definitions amongst the trainees and record the results in a "Session Glossary" - a list that gets developed throughout the session, and which can be distributed at the end of the workshop.
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
